“The deadlines for the C-TPAT portal are approaching quickly, and Customs has said that importers need to be in compliance or risk jeopardizing their C-TPAT status,” said Peter Tirschwell, Vice President and Editorial Director of The Journal of Commerce. “This timing of this teleconference reflects the Portal deadlines as well as other important C-TPAT issues such as changes to the Tier structure. The teleconference will offer importers, ocean carriers, brokers, terminal operators, and others a briefing on the current situation, and guidance on how to respond.”
 

In addition to hearing the latest information regarding the Security Portal’s requirements and Tier-2 and Tier-3 changes, participants in the live teleconference will have the opportunity to ask questions. They will also learn of potential requirements for direct importer data filing and methods for maintaining a “living” security profile on the Portal that can be updated regularly as needed. 
 

The speakers at the teleconference will be industry experts Robert J. Pisani, a former U.S. Customs attorney and partner at Pisani & Roll, and Carol Fuchs, who serves as International Trade Counsel for Tyco International (U.S.) Inc. The event will be moderated by The Journal of Commerce Washington Bureau Chief R.G. Edmonson.
