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JUNE 29, 2006 ALERT:  2007 HTS AMENDMENTS – IMPORTANT TARIFF CHANGES 
COMPLIMENTARY TELECONFERENCE:  July 14, 2006 
On July 14, 2006, at 10:00 a.m. (ET), Pisani & Roll will host a complimentary teleconference to discuss significant amendments to the Harmonized Tariff Schedule (“HTS”), scheduled to take effect on January 1, 2007.  This is the third major revision of the HTS and will result in several hundred amendments affecting 83 chapters and more than 240 headings throughout the HTS.  
The 2007 amendments are intended to both update the HTS and clarify the classification of particular goods.  The most significant changes cover high technology products classified within Chapters 84, 85, and 90.  For example, a new chapter note has been created for multi-chip integrated circuits.  In addition, printing machinery formerly classified within various subheadings will be combined into a single heading.
Other notable changes will impact wood and bamboo products, pipe and tube products, optical fiber connectors, automotive parts, vacuum cleaners, and toys.

In addition to highlighting the changes to the HTS, we will address implementation.  While the United States is expected to implement the amendments as of January 1, 2007, other member countries will likely face implementation delays.  For example, during the first and second revisions to the HTS, only 45% and 58% respectively of member countries were able to implement the changes on time.
