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JANUARY 3, 2007 ALERT:  HS 2007 UPDATE
10 DIGIT 2007 HTSUS NOW AVAILABLE
The President's proclamation issuing the 2007 HTSUS (the version which incorporates the extensive WCO revisions) will be published in the Federal Register tomorrow.  As a result, the much anticipated 2007 HTSUS will become effective 30 days after publication in the Federal Register.  The Final “Draft” 2007 HTSUS is now available at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/bychapter/index.htm.* (Note that this version currently is labeled “Draft” because the effective date is not until February 3, 2007.)
Additionally, it is our understanding that CBP may informally provide importers with an approximate 2 week enforcement grace period beyond the Federal Register effective date.  Regardless of any informal action CBP may take, by law, the 2007 HTSUS will become effective on February 3, 2007.  In the interim, importers should rely on the Preliminary 2007 HTSUS, which is based on the 2006 tariff nomenclature, and also is available on the ITC website at http://www.usitc.gov/tata/hts/bychapter/index_old-01032007.htm.* 
In addition to the above, we understand that the 2007 revisions to the NAFTA tariff shift rules may not be implemented until late February 2007, which is later than previously anticipated.  We also note that the 2007 Mexican Tariff Schedule has been approved and is currently being processed.  As soon as this tariff schedule is available, it will be posted to our website.  The Canadian 2007 Tariff Schedule is already effective.
